Citizens 9/11 Commission

Senator Gravel explained his Citizens 9/11 Commission campaign that will initiate a nationwide ballot initiative to give voice to those requesting a new investigation of 9/11.  

Senator Gravel reiterated that this ballot initiative was not a REFERUMDUM nor fall into legal jurisdiction of a referendum the main difference being that this initiative would be an initiative for the People, by the People and of the People; quite independent of the electoral process. The first step is to raise money.  In order to raise money we must raise awareness.  

Senator Gravel named ______________ as the Executive Director and _______________ as the Communication Director.
Senator Gravel voiced optimism in regards to ability to raise money.  He reminded participants on the call that the demand to re-investigate 9/11 is not only a demand from American citizens, but citizens the worldwide (over 80 nations lost citizens in the 9/11 attack).  Due to global support, as well as national support, Senator Gravel is mounting an effort to raise money to fund a Citizen 9/11 Commission that will launch a state by state ballot initiative giving voice to the millions in support of a criminal investigation of 9/11 with subpoena power.  

This Citizen 9/11 Commission will convene with a commitment to go where the facts they accept lead, and they will have subpoena power to compel testimony under oath and full investigative and legal support staff.
