Presentation by and discussion with Elias Davidsson
 
Craig introduced Elias Davidsson.  Elias divided his presentation into three parts: after each one, participants took turns asking questions and making comments according the prescribed time limits. 
 
In the first of the three segments, Elias introduced his book, Hijacking America’s Mind on 9/11: Conterfeiting Evidence and focused on the question of whether there is any verifiable proof that any of the alleged 19 hijackers ever boarded any of the four flights. His conclusion, based on five categories of evidence, was that no such evidence exists. Therefore, there exists no evidence that 19 Muslims were responsible for the crimes.
 
A number of issues were addressed in the second segment, including the issue of the alleged phone calls from the planes and the genesis of the 9/11 narrative (in particular, how quickly the “official story” was created). Elias also looked at how the war on terror had to be launched with international agreement and that a number of countries have benefited from this war.
 
In the final segment, Elias concluded by saying that how the crimes were perpetrated is no longer of prime importance and that it is now necessary to take the crimes out of the realm of forensics and into the political arena. He said that the Truth movement has now to consider how it can reach Americans who are concerned about democracy, peace, human rights, and Constitutional rights.
 
Afterwards the discussion was opened up to general questions and comments.  Elias agreed to provide his email address for those who wish to follow up with him in that way; it is ag911@unitybox.de.
