1. A discussion with Massimo Mazzucco 

 
Massimo Mazzucco, the director and producer of the documentary film September 11: The New Pearl Harbor, gave a presentation about how the film came to be made and how he reached certain decisions about what to include and what approach to take to the evidence.
 
The five-hour film opens by listing the similarities between Japanese attack on Pearl Harbor and 9/11. It goes on to look at all the major areas of 9/11 research: the lack of military response, the alleged hijackers, the alleged planes, the events at the Pentagon and Shanksville, and the destruction of the twin towers and Building 7.
 
Mazzucco says he can provide a shorter cut of the film for broadcast once he knows the length needed. He will also allow the film to be shown free of charge provided that the screening is not for profit.
 
Barbara Honegger said that she would be speaking several times in the week ahead in both Denver and Boulder, Colorado and would personally mention the film to the person who made the decision to broadcast the AE911truth film Experts Speak Out on Colorado PBS Channel 12 (CPT 12) in 2011.

Mazzucco explained that in making The New Pearl Harbor, he made the decision not to offer alternative theories about what actually happened on 9/11. He chose instead to focus on how the official story of 9/11 does not stand up to scrutiny. He presents arguments by the six most prominent “debunkers” (including three representatives of Popular Mechanics magazine) and shows how the facts do not support their explanations for what happened.
 
Part of the discussion revolved around Mazzucco’s decision to use some of the language of the official story (“terrorist attacks” and “when the Pentagon was hit at 9:37” among other examples) while offering a disclaimer at the beginning of the film to explain that this was being done to avoid having to use terms like “allegedly” throughout the film. He also explained that while he supports the research of groups like Citizen Investigation Team, he chose to leave this evidence out because he wanted to focus on flaws in the official story and to keep the burden of proof on the debunkers.
