The minutes of the June 27, 2018 conference call were APPROVED.

The amended draft agenda was APPROVED.
Retraction demanded
Craig McKee challenged Wayne Coste to either prove or retract his statement made in an email to an undetermined number of people that McKee had “frequently apologized” on the teleconference for “not having any evidence” to support his position that no 757 hit the Pentagon on 9/11. Coste conceded that he may have been wrong when he said “frequently” but maintained that McKee had apologized a number of times. Two points of order were raised that Coste was off topic in his responses, and in each case the point of order was affirmed. Coste committed himself to reviewing past teleconference call recordings and reporting back on the August call.
A motion was made by Barbara Honegger to formally establish a rule for the teleconference: “All statements made by members of the teleconference either on the teleconference or off the teleconference about statements made on the teleconference must be truthful and accurate.” A point of order was raised about another comment by Coste (that his comments were off topic), and this was affirmed. The motion was adopted with no votes against (Coste and Rolde abstained).
9/11 anniversary activities
Barbara Honegger announced plans for 9/11 anniversary activities. Among these, on Sept. 10 in the West Village of New York City at the Jefferson Market Library will be an event involving the Lawyers’ Committee for 9/11 Inquiry. On Sept. 11, the committee will be filing a mandamus action at the courthouse near Ground Zero. And in Washington, D.C. there will be an event hosted by AE911Truth on the Capitol Hill Mall. Barbara also reminded the teleconference about the op-ed piece by the Lawyers’ Committee that was published online by the Westview News in New York. You can read that here.
