Draft minutes from 01-25-12 teleconference were APPROVED

 

It was proposed by Sheila Casey that statement(s) from Ken Jenkins, Susan Serpa, and George Ripley regarding the Citizens 9/11 Commission not exceed 5 minutes and that follow-up questions be limited to 30 seconds and answers to 1 minute. This was approved.

 

The amended draft agenda was APPROVED

 

1)     Report on DVD and final report of Toronto Hearings

 

Craig McKee, as group secretary, reported on the communication he had with Toronto Hearings organizer Graeme MacQueen about the coming release of a DVD and final report from the Hearings. He learned that the DVD should be released this month and can be purchased through the TH web site. An additional 20 hours of coverage will be posted on the web, although no time frame has been given for that. Progress on the final report is slow, MacQueen said, because some material still has to be submitted. There is no time frame for its completion.

 

2)     Dwain Deets: Follow-up communication with 9/11 feature film writer Howard Cohen

 

Dwain Deets reported that a new director (Rafael Monseratte) is on board for the 9/11 feature film A Violation of Trust. The previous director, Mathieu Kassovitz, has bowed out of the project. Deets also reported that the film script is now based on the framework of the 9/11 Consensus project co-founded by David Ray Griffin. The script is still being worked on and there is no date for the start of shooting.

 

3)     Presentation on status of Citizens 9/11 Commission

 

Three of the organizers of the Citizens 9/11 Commission (Ken Jenkins, Susan Serpa, and George Ripley) brought the teleconference group up to date on where things stand in the dispute with former spokesman Mike Gravel. Susan reported that Gravel wanted to move funds to the National Citizens Initiative but the board voted this down. It was then that Gravel withdrew $25,000 from the account unilaterally. George said the group is seeking to resolve the dispute amicably. Susan added that the next step for the Commission is for fundraising to begin again and for the focus to move to the 2014 election year. 

 

4)     Discussion of Vancouver 9/11 Hearings

 

Craig McKee introduced the subject of the Vancouver Hearings planned for June 15-17 of this year and how different they will be from the Toronto Hearings. Craig reported on who has been invited to speak and which topics are scheduled to be covered. He pointed out that a number of more controversial topics (video fakery, directed energy weapons, the Pentagon) will be on the schedule.

 

5)     Discussion of Gage's and Ryan's decision to speak to the Nation of Islam convention

 

Craig McKee initiated a discussion of the decision by Richard Gage and Kevin Ryan to speak last weekend to the annual convention of the Nation of Islam about 9/11. Some members of the Teleconference expressed support for the decision to reach out to a new audience and to Muslims in particular, while others felt that Louis Farrakhan's polarizing positions would bring harm to the movement. 

 

6)     Announcements

 

·         Anna Yeisley informed the group about a bill in the Virginia State Legislature to nullify the National Defence Authorization Act has passed by the House and the Senate. The NDAA provides for the indefinite detention of citizens who are deemed to be connected in some way to terrorism. It will be illegal for any employee of the State of Virginia to be part of an investigation that leads to the indefinite detention of a citizen or citizens without due process of law.

 

7)     Discussion period

 

·          A brief discussion took place about the 9/11 feature film A Violation of Trust and whether the filmmakers are making a mistake by restricting themselves to the Consensus 9/11 points; 

 

·          Barbara Honegger reported that a New York Times front page story has stated that unidentified remains of 9/11 victims at the Pentagon and Shanksville were mishandled by Dover Air Force Base and put in a landfill; 

 

·          The latter part of the call featured a vigorous discussion between Aldo Marquis and Barbara Honegger about her claim that there were explosions at the Pentagon between 9:30 and 9:32. Aldo suggested that the discussion could go on the agenda for the March call. Ken Freeland suggested that a structured debate could be set up between Aldo and Barbara for the next call. Barbara agreed to participate but only once her Toronto paper is available to be read, which she expects to happen well before the next conference call.
